Background of this Funding: 
Children and young people across the county have experienced disruption to their education as a result of Covid-19.  Those from the most vulnerable and disadvantaged backgrounds will be among the hardest hit. The government has announced funding to support these children to catch up during 2020-2021.

This funding will be provided in 3 tranches, with an initial part payment in the Autumn Term 2020, based on the latest available data on pupils. For mainstream schools, the pupil headcount from the October 2019 census will be used.

School allocations are on a per pupil basis, with mainstream schools receiving £80 for each pupil from year Reception to Year 11.

A second grant payment will be distributed in early Spring Term 2021, based on updated pupil and place data from October 2020 census. The second grant payment will also take account of the initial part payment made in Autumn 2020 so that schools will receive a total of £46.67 per pupil.

A further £33.33 per pupil will be paid during the Summer Term 2021.

Schools should use the total funding available to them from which to prioritise support for pupils according to their need. As the catch-up premium has been designed to mitigate the effects of the unique disruption caused by coronavirus (COVID-19), the grant will only be available for the 2020 to 2021 academic year.
