

Cash Advance Expected – Processing a movement and adjusting cost centres 

Is there a difference between actual funding and amount budgeted?








Yes, there is a difference


In Cost Centre Allocation - Increase/Decrease the Cost Centre Expenditure (xxx / Axxx) by the difference between the movement and the amount that was expected at time of budgeting


In Cost Centre Allocation 'Cash Advance Adjustments Expected' - Decrease by amount originally budgeted for that funding 


In Fund allocation - Check your fund reserves to ensure all is still balanced


You should now have increased your overall fund, allocated the net budget movement to the correct cost centre and reduced the expected income


In Fund Allocation - Increase Funding by the value of the movement ("£")



No, funding matches amount budgeted


In Fund Allocation - Increase Funding by the value of the movement ("£")


In Cost Centre Allocation 'Cash Advance Adjustments Expected' - Decrease by the amount of funding movement


In Fund allocation - Check your fund reserves to ensure all is still balanced


You should now have increased your overall fund and reduced the expected income
